Jade Morningstar: the Earth is a pretty hot topic

"Hi, my name is Jade Morningstar and I'm with La Vita & Bella Roots & Shoots group of
London, Ontario. While many people hear about climate change, some things are not always
clear. What is the Kyoto Protocol? What can we do about it? The Kyoto Protocol to the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change is an amendment to the international
treaty on climate change, assigning mandatory emission limitations for the reduction of
greenhouse gas emissions to the signatory nations.

Canada agreed to reduce emissions to 6% below 1990 levels between 2008-2012. Since that
time, instead of declining, Canadians' emissions are increasing.

This is a problem we must not accept. We have to deal with it now or our future will not be
friendly. I spoke at a "Canadians For Kyoto" rally in Victoria Park about this problem to an
audience of 200 people. The focus of my talk was that the most important thing you can do
for our planet is to start with yourself. Even by making small changes in your life, the simplest
changes can make a difference. Real change starts with you. It starts with me. Real change
starts with us" — Jade Morningstar, age 13.

University of Toronto at Mississauga Roots & Shoots club scored major points recently with their

came out to cheer on their favourite team as they battled for prizes donated by local Roots & Shoots
supporters.

"Writing to pen pals in Uganda has been an educational, eye-opening experience for all of us. Sometimes the letters we receive contain
very sad information. For example, one of the pen pals in Uganda died from iliness; another disappeared and nobody knew what happened
to her. Other letters convey incredible courage and strength of spirit. In friendship and support, the Los Angeles Zoo group made 100
origami peace cranes and sent them to Uganda. The package also included origami paper and detailed instructions for their pen pals to
make their own."

Writing a Media Release

Writing a news release to send out to local media is a good way of making sure that your latest and greatest actions get in to the spotlight.

Your projects are newsworthy so make sure to identify them as news: Announcement, News Bulletin, and News Release are
good key words to use.
Look quickly at your release: can you immediately see the following?
WHO is putting on the event—be sure to identify yourselves as a Roots & Shoots group*; WHERE it is, and WHEN?
Put the most important information first—if they cut it off at any sentence, would the most important information get out? Apply
that thinking throughout.
A boilerplate is the standard wording that organisations/groups use to describe themselves. It provides polish, context and
credibility. Copy and paste this Roots & Shoots boilerplate (in blue) and attach it to your news release (usually as the last
paragraph).
About Roots & Shoots

(your group name) is a member of Roots & Shoots, a program of the Jane Goodall Institute. Roots & Shoots is an
education program and global network of youth taking action in their communities to benefit people, animals and the environment.
Roots & Shoots group projects range from beach cleanups to international campaigns on behalf of endangered species. Since
Dr. Jane Goodall founded the program in 1991, more than 8000 groups have registered in 96 countries.
Start your article with the city and the date of the release. Make it ONE PAGE—no more, ever. End your article with "-30-" or "The
End" at the bottom of the page.
Use a title or headline that grabs readers—what are you DOING (media want action and results—preferably that make interesting
photos, so for example, don't tell them you had a meeting and talked).
Get ready! Now that you have sent a news release, someone may call. Have you added contact information at the top or bottom
of the page? Are you ready to answer politely and with authority?

Prepare for your 15 minutes of fame!
